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LHS Annual Meeting
Bickal Elected, Williams Honored

The annual meeting of the Lawrence
Historical Society was held on Sunday
afternoon February 9", 2003 in Lawrence
Township Hall.

President Paul Gatterdam welcomed fifty
members and guests and gave a brief
review of LHS activities for the year. He
reported on the LHS’s most popular events
including “Christmas at the Brearley
House” and “Hogmanay”. Other events
included participation in the Main Street
Jubilee, Community Day, Canoe the Canal
Day and Port Mercer Canal House tours
and continuation of archeological digs for
8" graders in Lawrence Township.

The President estimated that 1,400 visitors
had toured the Brearley House in the past
year (2002) and that 3,800 have visited
since May of 2000. The Brearley House
continues to be open on the first Saturday
of every month from 10 AM until 12 noon.
He also noted that two weddings were held
in the Great Meadow in 2002 and that a
300 attendee corporate picnic was also
held on the site.

Several individuals received recognition
including long standing Board Member
Mary Tanner. Ms. Tanner was published in
New Jersey Heritage Magazine. The article
featured Joseph Brearley and the campaign
to conquer to Canada in 1776. Mr.
Gatterdam also thanked Greg Whitehead
of Lawrence Township and his staff for
continued cooperation. (continued on p.6)

Lawrence Township Public
Works Commended...

Since the Brearley House was officially
rededicated in May of 2000, employees
of the Lawrence Township Public Works
Department have been assigned a variety
of grounds keeping responsibilities.
Under the direction of Greg Whitehead
and Joe Longo, six acres of the Great
Meadow are manicured by Public Works
staff from spring to fall.

LHS Past-President Paul Gatterdam
commended the efforts of the Township
at the Society’s recent annual meeting.
Noted physical improvements to the
grounds include a new Brearley House
sign installed at the “V” between
Meadow Road and Princeton Pike. A
similar sign has been installed at the Port
Mercer Canal House. Steve Groger and
Ziggy Zigarski were instrumental in the
construction and design of both signs.

Another  improvement  was  the
installation of an early 20™ century lamp
post in the rear yard by the Brearley
parking area. The lamp was installed
using underground conduit. Joe
Silwinski and Kevin Johnson were
responsible for installation. Similar
lampposts are located at the new
Township Hall.

The Lawrence Historical Society wishes
to publicly acknowledge Department of
Public Works for their level of
commitment to keeping the Great
Meadow and the Brearley House proud
Township icons.

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TRAIL IMPROVEMENTS SURROUND
GREAT MEADOW...

The Lawrence-Hopewell Trail, a proposed
twenty mile path that will loop through
Lawrence and Hopewell Townships. The
Trail will be constructed on both public and
private land and brush against Meadow
Road. It will allow cyclists to come down
Lewisville Road (slated for major
improvements in 2004) or up Princeton Pike
and access the Great Meadow-Brearley
Trail which connects to the D&R Canal.

This new link will be ideal for mountain
bikers from the region. @ LHS Board
Member Eleanor Horne is credited with
helping make the trail concept a reality.

In addition, NJDOT work has begun on the
pedestrian overpass on US 1, just west of
the 295/95/US1 intersection that will allow
safe crossing to both walkers and bikers.

The overpass eliminates the need to hop
over middle-of-the-road barriers or a
walk/ride down the shoulder of US1 until
you can cross at Franklin Corner Road
(always challenging). The pedestrian bridge
will allow D&R canalers to proceed all the
way to Olden Avenue in Trenton along the
towpath.

BREARLEY'S GARDEN MASTER

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Winona Nash the pictorial history celebrating 300 in LHS Board Member Receives
Lawrence Township Historian 1989- Maidenhead and Lawrence. Research and Travel Award...

(The following is narrative excepted from
a “Tribute to Winona Nash” presented by
Mary Tanner to the Lawrence Historical
Society membership on February 9,
2003)

Winnie = Nash  was the very
personification of our Township’s
history, so it is especially appropriate for
us here at Lawrence’s 306" birthday
party to remember her many
contributions to the preservation of our
historical record.

Lawrence Township Council appointed
Winona Nash as Lawrence Historian in
January, 1989. The Lawrence Room,
which became Winnie’s domain, was
established at the Mercer County Library
on January 30, 1993. The collection was
opened to the public on February 28" of
that year. Always accurate with records,
Winnie notes that she had spent 4, 655.5
hours there.

When she assumed the task, she was
confronted with piles of disorganized
historical material (which had been saved
by the first historian, Bob Immordino).
Winnie spent hours sifting through
papers, deciding which to save, how to
catalog, and securing the acid free
receptacles for permanent preservation.

Winnie thought that there should be a
map showing the boundaries of the lands
owned by the residents of Maidenhead in
1776. When she conceived the plan for
the map, she expected to present it to the
township on July 4, 1976 as part of the
bicentennial. The complex project,
undertaken by Winnie and her assistant,
Terry Ford, took a year longer. They
started from scratch, looking for deeds
under the names of settlers who signed a
1703 land-buying agreement.
Information was gleaned from deeds, tax
records, road surveys and scattered
collections of historical materials. When
pieces of the puzzle were complete, a
historical cartographer volunteered to put
the map together. The map shows the
locations of farms, their owners, original
roads, streams and historic notes.
Recently, she was instrumental in
compiling, indexing and contributing to

Winnie believed that the historical record
should become available to students and
researches, and she was very helpful to all
who came to her for information in the
Lawrence Room, which is truly her legacy.

Winnie was creative, practical and a
visionary. At her suggestion, the $50,000
realized from the sale of the Township
owned Monroe historic house was applied
to the future restoration of the Brearley
House.

Numerous town officials have their special
memories of working with Winnie—
pauper’s  cemetery, Princeton  Pike
cemetery, insistence on an accurate
Township seal and preservation of the
Brearley Oak.

Winnie’s service to the community was not
limited to Lawrence and its history. She
was a member of the D&R Canal
Commission, the  Mercer  County
Agricultural Development Board and
Township Planning Board.

There is much more but these highlights
are indicative of the depth and reach of her
dedication. For the love of history; for her
love of township; we cherish the memory
of Winona Nash.

This spring, Caryn Goldenberg, a
second year LHS Board member,
received the Williams Welles (research
and travel grant) Award from The
Lawrenceville School. In June, for 10
days, Ms. Goldenberg will be in
England to further research the
Brearley family. She will visit a
records office in Liverpool, the College
of Arms in London and a few small
towns in Yorkshire.

Attercliffe is one of her destinations. It
is where the father of Sarah Wood
(John Brearley's second wife) lived
before coming to the City of Burlington
in 1678. Final site selections will be
made after initial research in
Liverpool. She leaves on June 8th and
will be accompanied by her mother.

Mr. Richard
Walling, President of Friends of
Monmouth  Battlefield, Mr. John
Fabiano, Allentown Town Historian
and Charlie Dietrich, Chair of the
Kingston Greenway Association made
a presentation on the events leading up
to the “Battle of Monmouth” in 1777.

All told, there were
over 20,000 troops involved in the
battle which lasted over 4 days.

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LHS Sponsors Bus Trip to the 225" Anniversary
of the Battle of Monmouth

On Saturday, June 28", the Battle of Monmouth will
be re-enacted at Monmouth Battlefield State Park.

Hundreds of re-enactors and thousands of observers
will converge on the site to witness the “battle” and
enjoy colonia music, crafts, troop encampments,
drills and living history.
